· Qualifying (oral) Exam Date

· Dissertation Title

2. All members of your Supervisory Committee must sign your GS Qualifying Exam Form and related WEC Graduate Program Assessment forms.
3. Once signed, email the GS Qualifying Exam Form and related WEC Graduate Program assessment forms to Ivette for processing. 
4. A pdf. file of your Research Proposal, with a signed Research Proposal Form-PhD must be returned to Ivette. These documents are required for Admission to Candidacy in WEC. 

Note: The Graduate School does not recognize the results of your Qualifying Exam until this information is input by the Department into GIMS. WEC does not advance a student to candidacy unless Research Proposal has been approved by all members of your Committee and the Qualifying Exam has been passed.
5. Confirm the results of your Final Exam on GIMS: https://gradschool.ufl.edu/gimsportal/gatorlink/portal.asp 
6. After exam results are recorded in GIMS, the Graduate School will notify the University Registrar to stamp your Admission to Candidacy date on your UF Transcript. After Admission to Candidacy is stamped on your UF transcript, your future research registration will be in WIS 7980 Doctoral Research. However, if you are planning to defend and graduate in the following semester, you may change out your registration in WIS 7979 to WIS 7980 in the current semester.
